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Pre-Camporee 2008
Pre-Camporee questions that might come up...March 28 - 30



1. Where and when do we meet for the camp out?  We will leave from the scout hall at 6:00 pm.  Please try to be at the hall no later than 5:30 pm.  We will load everyone up and drive together to Camp Pollok.  

2. What should my son bring with him? Any food that he was assigned to bring, sleeping bag and pad, pillow and of course, clothes, a sack dinner Friday.   He must have his scout book so it can be signed off.  His Toten Chit & Fireman Chit, if he has them.  Also his great personality. 

3. What should my son not bring to camp? No sodas, candy, MP3's, no radios or TV’s, no electronic gadgets, psp’s, etc. 

4. Can my son bring a cell phone? Yes, but only to call in an emergency not for fun or to pass the time of day.

5. Where do I pick up my son? You can pick your son up at the scout hall. We should be back on Sunday around 12:00 P.M.  He or some one will call when we get close to home, to give parents time to arrive at the hall. 

6. Will my son have enough food to eat or will he go hungry?  Your son’s patrol will have made a food list and figured out a way bring food. Your son will not go hungry and he has or will learn to cook and clean for himself. 

7. I do not know what my son is supposed to bring to camp, who can my son call? Your son can call the Troop guide for his patrol.  The Troop Guides are as follows: Rohan Peer – Tiger ph. 797-7249, Michael Bidwell – Panthers ph 410-3134, Callum McHargue – Sharks ph. 782-3362, and Stephen Muir – 729-0549 
8. Can my son bring a knife?  Yes but your son will need to bring his Totin chip to camp. If your son does not have his Totin’ Chit he should not bring a knife. He will also need to bring his Fireman chip to cook his meals. 

9. Will my son have to bring a tent, stove or anything like that?  No the troop will provide everything for his camping fun.

10. If I show up late to the scout hall what should I do?  We need you to call and let us know where and when you will show up.  We can make arrangements only if it is needed for late arrivals. You can call Darin McHargue CP 916-759-1716, Ken Muir 916 267-1600

11. Can any scout go to Pre-Camporee?  No only registered scouts of Troop 11 can participate in  pre-camporee.  If your son is not on the Troops official roster you need to get a hold of Mr. Muir right away to confirm enrollment. 

12. What if it rains? There is no such thing as rain. In Troop 11 we only have dew. Your son should be prepared and have a poncho for the dew. Troop 11 camps dew or no dew.

13, What if my son takes medication?  If your son is able to take his own medication, you only need to let the scoutmaster know and he may keep it with him.  If your son needs to have the medication given to him we need a list of med’s and the times they need to be given, and it needs to be in the original packaging. Who should I give it to?  Mr. Muir.

14. Does he need a backpack? A small back pack would be a great idea for a short camp out such as this week end, for longer camp a full size pack would be recommended.  Note a bag will work also.

15. Will he need money?  Yes and No, your scout will need $5.00 for camping fees, no other money will be needed.

16. What if my son gets homesick?  We will do all that we can as a troop, scout and leaders to work with your son during this transition period.

17. What if my son gets sick? We will call for his pick up if his illness warrants it. 

18. Can I go to Camporee with my son?  The troop only allows trained assistant scoutmasters and committee members attend camp. 

19. What is a good mess kit?  What should it consist of?  Do I have to buy a metal one or can I send a kitchen plate with my son?  A good idea from the Scout Master corner is to go to the dollar store.  You can purchase mesh bags usually sold in sets of 3 or 4, plastic plates, bowls, cups, knives, forks and spoons.   Place one of each item into a mesh bag to make a number of mess kits. When I purchased these items for my family, most items were sold in sets of 3or 4 except the cups. If you have anymore questions please call Darin McHargue CP 916-759-1716, Ken Muir 916 267-1600.  A mental mess kit can get dented and an item can get lost and then the kit is incomplete and you and your son are out the cost and in need of a new kit.
